Payment requirements

Period of cover

The insurance is valid from the date of purchase until the start of the event for which the insurance was purchased.
The insurance cannot be renewed.

m How do | cancel the insurance?

You have the right to cancel the insurance purchase if the insured event is more than 1 month away. The withdrawal period
is 14 days. You can give notice by email: affinity@tryg.fi or phone: +350 (0)29 003 9220. In the message, state the policy
number, your name and that you want to cancel the policy. After the withdrawal period, you cannot cancel the insurance.

Right to withdrawal does not apply to insurances purchased by a company, or the insurance period is shorter than one (1)
month.
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
